How to get there is easy. Find Atwood Roac
which goes west off highway 49 right at the >
Bel Aire market, just north of Auburn on s
highway 49. Go west on Atwood and it will
turn into Mt. Vernon Road. Follow Mt.
Vernon to Mears Rd and turn right. Follow &
Mears Rd. to Mears Place and into the park §
parking lot. Toilets and drinking fountains ar g
nearby. The hill above the parking lot is a
great place to look out over the valley for
great sunsets. We like to explore the creeks featgandscapes and macro nature shots.
Walk over to the toilets and go right, down the eatsteps to a dirt trail that drops
downhill in long traverses and switchbacks dowb&adman Creek. Very scenic
upstream from the bridge where you can hike albeg\iD water ditch trail. Return to
the bridge and go straight on the Hidden Fall$ toaCoon Creek. A hundred feet before
you get to Coon Creek is a trail that goes up théohyour right to a great view lookout
where you can see a number of waterfalls on CoeelCiGo back down the trail to
where you first hit Coon Ck. and hike down the kree a loop trail back to the trail
where you came in. We know of no trail maps avéal@amd the trail signs can be
confusing.



Allow at least 2 hours for this hike, longer if ybave the time. We hiked a number of
loops where it was same-o same-o0 and not
very interesting, if you already live in the
oak-foothill environment. We saw no
wildlife but of course all the foothill critters
do live here. | think in Jan-Feb it would be a
great place to run into a Mt. Lion, when the
winter deer herd moves down.

The park will be increased is size next year
by 900 acres when land to the west is added
to the present park. There were 30 cars and 6
horse trailers in the parking lot on this
Saturday, but we never felt the area was crowdeatcé way to spend a fall or winter

Projected Media

Nature

This category is the story of nature and the hdmdam should not be seen. Nature
photography is restricted to all branches of nathisdory except anthropology and
archeology. The subject should be presented istada that is identifiable and able to
certify to its honest presentation. The storynellvalue of the subject will be weighed
more than the pictorial quality. The human elenstatl not be present. Photos of
artificially produced hybrid plants or animals, nmb&d specimens, or obviously set
arrangements are ineligible, as is any form of malation that alters the truth of the
photographic statement.



Travel

A travel photograph must express the feeling afn@ tand place, portray a land, its
people or culture in its natural state, and hagewgraphical limitations. Ultra close-ups
which lose their identity, studio type model shatghotographic manipulations which
misrepresent the true situation or alter the cdrdaéthe image are unacceptable.

Photo Journalism

Photojournalism shall consist of pictures with mmh@tive content and emotional impact,
including human interest, documentary and spot n&s journalistic value of the
photograph shall be considered over pictorial quadin the interest of credibility,
photographs which misrepresent the truth, suchaspulation to alter the subject matter
or situations which are set up for the purposehot@graphy are unacceptable.

Pictorial

The pictorial category has no limitation on subpeettter. This is a catch all category. If
your photo does not fit the other categories thishere it goes. Strong emphasis is
placed on composition, lighting and impact. Angnficof manipulation which alters the
truth of the photographic statement is unacceptable

Artistically Enhanced

The artistically enhanced category is for photed tlave been manipulated beyond the
basic tenants of brightness, contrast, levels pgming and basic color adjustment. In this
category anything goes as far as manipulation.d2hetll be judged on impact,
composition and quality of the manipulation.

Prints

Color Print

The color print category has no limit on subjectterabut any form of manipulation
which alters the truth of the photographic statenenonacceptable. This is where photo
journalism print would go.

Monochrome Print

Both sepia and black & white prints belong in tbegegory. Emphasis is placed on
composition and lighting. Any form of manipulatiasnich alters the truth of the
photographic statement is unacceptable.



Nature Print

This category is the story of nature and the hdmdam should not be seen. Nature
photography is restricted to all branches of natusdory except anthropology and
archeology. The subject should be presented istada that is identifiable and able to
certify to its honest presentation. The storynellvalue of the subject will be weighed
more than the pictorial quality. The human elensatl not be present. Photos of

Artistically Enhanced Print

The artistically enhanced category is for photed tlave been manipulated beyond the
basic tenants of brightness, contrast, levels pgming and basic color adjustment. In this
category anything goes as far as manipulation.d2hwtll be judged on impact,
composition and quality of the manipulation.

Competition Guidelines

In all categories each image will stand on its amerit for judging purposes.
Titles will be read for all photographs in all cgdeies.

In all categories except the print categories slaed digital media are acceptable. Slides
will be projected and digital media will be showm @ notebook computer or digital
projector if available.

In all categories except the two Artistically Enhaied categories only basic
adjustments are allowed. This includes cropping, bghtness, contrast, levels, basic
color adjustment and sharpening Advanced manipulation such as addition or
removal of individual objects is not allowed.



For thePrint categories placelabel on the back of your print with your name, category
and title of the work. We are working to standaedize labeling format with other clubs
S0 more on this later.

Thedigital entries should be ijpeg (jpg) format.Nameeach entry with the initials of
the category being entered followed by a dash themame of the entry followed by a
dash then your first and last name initials. Farmegle if | was entering a picture named
house in P.J. it would be named as followshouse-ms.jpg Entries should be sized to
1024 x 768 for landscape and 768 x 1024 for vdraicas close as aspect ratio will
allow. This will help me a great deal when | prégeem for the judge. During
competition | won’'t have time to sort through ydiles for you. We

are working on standardizing digital image entmyiat with other clubs so we are all on
the same page. More on this later as details eméfgeu have questions or need help
with this contact me via email or telephone.
